Where to go for culture ? 
At the heart of any thriving community are temples of 'culture and the
arts' where creative opportunities are presented in an effort to enrich
lives and connect communities. This is very definitely reflected in the
work of the Rural Arts, situated in the Old Courthouse. Founded in 1993 as
part of the Arts Council England National Portfolio scheme, this hive of
activity hosts an award-winning cafe, artisan shop, exhibitions
& theatrical performances.

If on the other hand you would rather take in the sights of the Thirsk
Hall Sculpture Garden, part of a historic grade II listed Town House
situated in the centre of Thirsk, this unique outdoor walk is where you
can enjoy an outdoor sculpture exhibition in a beautifully maintained
garden.

In addition to the outdoor sculptures there are also two indoor gallery
spaces within the garden, The Orangery and Gallery One which opened in
2022. Exhibitions which have been held in Gallery One include, Jeff Lowe:
Sculpture Near Distance, David Hockney Early Etchings and Drawings,
and Gordon House paintings.
