Thirsk Museum

You can find Thirsk Museum at 14-16 Kirkgate, just
across the road from The World of James Herriot. This
charming building not only contains a plethora of
stories from around the area but you can also
experience the history of Thirsk in the house where
Thomas Lord, founder of Lord’s Cricket Ground, was
born in 1755.

Explore rooms full of exhibits featuring local life and
industry, cricketing memorabilia, farming equipment,
furniture, costumes and toys. Marvel at the bones of a
Saxon Giant together with shudder at the legend of the
Busby Stoop Chair. Admission is free. For
